Understanding Screening Tests 
· Sensitivity: identifying cases of disease 
· Specificity: identifying disease-free persons 
· Positive predictive value: person with a positive test has the disease 
· Negative predictive value: person with a negative test does not have the disease 
· Accuracy: total percentage correctly selected
